Note:  Depending on the year, make, and model of your 
vehicle, some deviations and modifications may be 
needed during installation:  

               Routing of the cable (keep it kink free)
               Placement of the shifter
               Heat Shields and grommets for cable protection.
               Make certain cable action is free & smooth.
               Use  High Strength Loctite where specified and allow
               for proper cure times.
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Install the 4 springs in the 4 
chamfered holes.

OX Locker needs final assembly.  Remove all 
packaging including any tie wraps.  Picture shows 
the parts that need to be assembled:
8 – bolts, ¼-28 thread8 - spring washers
1 - small carrier cap 1 - thrust washer
1 - locking ring gear 1 - locking side gear
4 - springs 1 - big carrier cap 

(attached to carrier)

Install thrust washer behind locking 
side gear.
